23. LOCAL ROADS AND FOOTPATHS
The Clerk reported on behalf of Councillor Tina Woodward who was on holiday. A response was still awaited from the Highways Department to the letter forwarded on behalf of a local resident concerning difficulties in crossing the road from one side of the Village to another. 
Councilor Woodward had suggested a site visit to discuss the options available.
Councillor Woodward had asked the Department to look at the grass cutting in Quatt which she felt had taken place in a hit and miss manner. She had also raised concern about the visibility splays at A and B road junctions and had asked that the grass there be cut as soon as possible. A number of potholes had been repaired and more had been marked up for attention. Extra crews and Roadmaster patching lorries were to be despatched to deal with the potholes in the Bridgnorth Division. Councillor Woodward pointed out that highways concerns, including potholes, could be reported by the public via the Unitary Council Website.

A decision on the design and siting of the proposed village gateways was also awaited and Councillor Woodward had asked for an update on progress.
24. PARISH AMENITIES
a) Grass Cutting

b ) Air Band
It was noted that some parishes in the area were exploring the introduction of Air Band instead of Fibre broadband, to increase speeds.
Resolved that the Shropshire Councillor be asked for an update on the introduction of high speed broadband before further consideration be given to this matter.
25. REPORT OF THE SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR
Apart from the matters referred to under minute 24 above, Councillor Woodward had reported to the Clerk that she felt that the Community 
Led Plan Steering Group were making good progress and that she was pleased that they had obtained a grant from The Lord Mayor’s Weekend fund for an inaugural event.
26. NATIONAL TRUST REPORT
Gor Gibson reported that Dudmaston Hall was receiving record numbers of visitors but the parking and traffic issues which this caused were being successfully managed. Evening Theatre Events would be held in June and July.
The improvements to Comer Woods were taking some pressure away from the Hall itself with more paths and trails being opened up and bird watching events being held.

Councillor Hulland mentioned the difficulties which were being encountered by some tenants of farmland on the Estate caused by visitors to the Trust trespassing on their land and disturbing crops and stock. She asked whether visitors were issued with maps and instructions as to where they could walk and if so, could these be provided to the tenants also.

Mr. Gibson agreed to discuss how signs and directions to visitors could be improved to prevent unauthorized entry to tenants’ land.
