d) Tree Preservation Orders (TPOs)
Following concerns raised at the last meeting about removal of trees on farmland, Councillor Tina Woodward has kindly provided the following information from officers at Shropshire Council:

 As a general rule Officers don’t make TPOs on trees in open countryside unless there is a specific, known threat to them. The concern is that if SC started a programme of arbitrarily protecting attractive trees or vulnerable trees wherever they are found, there is the real risk that landowners may remove trees to avoid them being placed under a TPO.  There is also Officer time and resources to be considered when working through the TPO process, which potentially could include objections.

 

Officers do value and appreciate the importance of trees and seek to encourage their retention and good management, along with new planting where appropriate. Officers treat each case on its merits. The Officer has indicated that if the Parish Council contacts have concerns about specific locations or situations with certain landowners, the officers would be happy to discuss it further and see whether making TPO(s) might be a suitable course of action. The officer has also indicated that they would be happy to attend a site visit or attend a meeting if that would help.

8 ROADS AND FOOTPATHS
a) The BOAT

b) VAS (Vehicle activated sign) and Village Gateways

At the last meeting, the Clerk was asked to contact the parish council responsible for Shatterford to find out the cost and how the sophisticated VAS there was funded. He also enquired as to the cost of the village gateways in Shatterford.

The VAS units cost £3755 plus VAT Per unit and the Village gateways cost £4905 plus VAT for the supply of the gateways themselves and the accompanying signs. This did not include the costs of erection. The work was funded by the Parish Council together with Worcestershire County Council and Wyre Forest District Council. The works were supported by the Road Safety Partnership, who had evidence of significant speed limit contraventions through the village.

The Partnership and the Police have told this Council in the past that there is not a significant level of contravention in Quatt and the Clerk has asked them to send him the relevant data.

Alveley Parish Council have made no further progress with providing village gateways.

The Clerk is still awaiting further details of the cost, which are needed to complete an application to seek sources of grant funding. The Clerk is pursuing this with Shropshire Council Highways Department.
