53 Open Forum
The following matters were raised by members of the public:
Reverend Neil Dunlop introduced himself as the new rector for the Parish and was welcomed to the meeting by the Chairman.
Marcus Halliwell from the National Trust said that Dudmaston Estate was expected to have welcomed 85,000 visitors by the end of the season.

Works to provide a new car park in the woodlands at Heath Farm on the Estate were progressing well.

Mr Mark Hamilton- Russell said that the Open Village Event had been extremely successful and he wished to thank all those who had taken part. These comments were endorsed by Stephanie Hinton and by Cllr Roger Brown. 

The Clerk referred to the request at the last meeting that he contact the Police and Crime Commissioner about the problem of vehicles travelling at excessive speed through Quatt. Mr Brian Williams the 
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West Mercia Police Traffic Management Officer  for the Quatt area had spoken with the Clerk by telephone. He said that Shropshire Council were looking at ways to introduce traffic calming on the Kidderminster approach to the Village. He also confirmed that the Police did enforce the speed limits in the area, as it was popular with motorcyclists. Data from the speed detector vans which visited Quatt did not reveal a high level of infringement.
Mr Williams also advised that the local community could become involved with the Speed Watch scheme, where local residents were issued with speed detector equipment to monitor vehicles passing.
The Clerk also reported that he had not yet contacted the Cricket Club about the problems caused by vehicles entering and leaving their premises. Cllr Tina Woodward had confirmed that the Club needed to upgrade their access to comply with the planning conditions and it was Resolved to await the outcome of these works before taking further action.
