c) Bridgnorth Town Plan
The Draft Town Plan Consultation Document was received and considered, together with the message from the Chairman of the Town Plan Review Steering Group.

i) that the Steering Group be advised that the Parish Council did not support the suggestion to widen Holt Lane to provide a link between the A442 and A458 main roads.

ii) that the Council offer the sum of £50.00 to the Steering Group towards the cost of the public consultation.
d) Tree removal 
Concern was expressed by members of the Council about recent incidences of apparently healthy oak trees being removed from farm land in the Parish.

Resolved that the Clerk seek information from Shropshire Council about how trees could be preserved in these circumstances.
78. LOCAL ROADS AND FOOTPATHS
a) The BOAT
The Clerk reported that no works had commenced on the works due to poor weather and high water levels. The Council was concerned that members of the public were still using the right of way, even although it was technically closed.
b) Village Gateways
Resolved that the report be noted and that the Clerk ask Alveley Parish Council what progress they had made with their scheme to provide village gateways.

c) Pedestrian Refuge at Quatt
Resolved that the report be noted and that the Clerk apply to the Reaching Communities Fund for grant aid, in addition to the sources already being pursued.
d) Any Other Highways Matters
it was resolved that the following matters be pursued with the Highways Authority:
i) the dangerous state of the A442 where the road was slipping away near the Pools

ii) the deep potholes near to the entrance to Lodge Farm on the A442

iii) The repairs to the footbridge and the replacement of the water depth gauge at Wootton Ford had not been completed.

iv) the signs directing motorists to Hampton Loade ferry should be removed as the ferry no longer existed.

v) In addition, it was resolved that the Clerk write to South Staffordshire Water company to ask them to provide signs directing motorists to the Hampton Loade Water Treatment Works and to the Waterworks houses. There had been incidences of vehicles missing the turn and ending up at the end of the narrow road down to Hampton Loade itself.
vi) That the Clerk enquire of Shropshire Council who had the responsibility for clearing the water outlet from Wootton Ford, as the water level was still very high following the recent heavy rain.

79. REPORT OF THE SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR
There was no report to this meeting because Councillor Woodward was unable to attend.
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80. NATIONAL TRUST REPORT
There was no report to this meeting because no representative from the Trust was available to attend.
However, members of the Council expressed concern about overflow parking on Holt Lane following the recent Christmas event at Dudmaston Hall.
