69 OPEN FORUM
The following matters were raised by members of the public:
a) A member of the public expressed concern about rubbish and unhygienic conditions on an area of land in the Parish, which it was  believed were connected with the lifestyle of an individual living nearby.

It was resolved that Cllr Roger Brown would speak to the individual concerned and if further action was required, contact be made with Social Services.

b) Further concern was expressed about the danger presented by vehicles using the access to the Cricket Club and travelling at excessive speed on Wootton Lane. e) Grant Application - Samaritans
 An application for a grant had been received from the Telford branch of the Samaritans. The Branch had completed a grant application form and the Council had supported this organization in the past (£110.00 
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in 2012). The Branch had supplied a copy of their accounts.  The Samaritans stated their aims as to reduce the incidence of suicide and to alleviate emotional distress in Telford and surrounding area. They were trying to raise funds to provide an improved working room for their volunteers which would cost £15,000 to £20,000. Their accounts showed that of their incoming revenues of £45,800 for 2016, £18,000 came from voluntary income.                                                            

Resolved that a grant of £150.00 be made to this organization and that the Clerk be authorized to adjust budget allocations to find the appropriate source of funds.
f) Financial Progress

b) Determined Applications

76 Local Roads and Footpaths
It was noted that the ditches were blocked alongside Wootton Lane.
77 SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR REPORT
 Cllr Tina Woodward reported that solid white lines were to be painted alongside the A442 through Quatt, as a traffic calming measure. She said that the Road Safety Partnership tended to prioritize sending detector vans to those areas where serious accidents had occurred or where there was a high incidence of infringements. Councillor Woodward also said that she would contact the Police about the  practice of drivers warning other motorists about detector vans by flashing their headlights and whether there was any action  that the Police could take.
Cllr Woodward said that the mobile library service and amenity grass cutting were two Shropshire Council services which the Parish Council might be asked to fund in future and she would ensure that the council received notice of the funding implications in time for the 2018/19 budget process.
The Chairman thanked Cllr Woodward for her report.

78 PARISH MATTERS
a) Bus Shelter
Marcus Halliwell indicated that the National Trust would prefer the oak timbers to remain untreated and that as the Trust owned the shelter, they would need to ascertain that the contractor appointed had appropriate insurance. It had also become apparent that there was loose mortar under the eaves of the roof, which would also need attention.
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Resolved
i) That the Clerk write to the contractor who had submitted the lowest estimate and ask him to prepare a modified estimate which did not 
include provision for treating the timbers but would include repairing the loose mortar under the eaves. The Clerk would also ask the contractor to provide the insurance details requested by the National Trust.
ii) That the Clerk be given delegated authority, acting in consultation with the Chairman and with the National Trust, to accept the revised estimate and agree with the Trust on how the costs would be apportioned between the Trust and the Parish Council.

b) Annual Parish Meeting
It was noted that the Annual Parish meeting had been arranged for  Thursday 6th April 2017 at 7.00pm. The Police and Crime Commissioner had accepted the invitation to be guest speaker. Local organizations would also be invited to attend.
79 REGISTER OF ELECTORS
It was noted that the new Register of Electors could now be ordered from Shropshire Council.
80 REPORTS FROM OTHER MEETINGS
a) SALC Area Committee

There had been no meeting of this body since the last meeting of the Parish Council.
b) Local Joint Area Committee
It was felt that the recent meeting in Alveley had been poorly attended because the LJC no longer issued grants to local councils and other organizations.
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c) Cider House/Wootton
Cllr Jenny Yates referred to the continuing discussions about installing a defibrillator in the Wootton area. Fund raising was continuing well and it might be possible to purchase a second defibrillator.

Marcus Halliwell said that the National Trust would consider having a defibrillator installed at Dudmaston.
