7.EXTERNAL AUDIT -CERTIFICATE OF EXEMPTION
As at last year, the receipts and payments  of the Council in this financial year will not exceed £25,000.00 and therefore the Council will be eligible to file a certificate of exemption from an external audit for 2018-19. The Council will still be subject to an internal audit. If they wish to have an external audit in addition, they will face a charge of approximately £200.00.

8. FINANCIAL MATTERS 2018/19

a) S137 Local Government Act 1972
The amount of expenditure which the Council can incur under the general power conferred by S.137 of the Local Government Act 1972 is calculated as at 1st April of the financial year in question.

For 2019/20, the allowance is calculated by multiplying the prescribed statutory allowance by the number of electors on the register at 01.04.2019. The statutory allowance is £8.12 per elector giving a total for 2019/20 of £1550.92.

The Council have some specific items of expenditure detailed in their budget for next year but the remainder of the S.137 allowance is available for other purposes not covered or prohibited by specific statutory powers.

Following enquiries made by Shropshire Councillor Tina Woodward, the following message has been received from Shropshire Council Rights of Way officers:
“The only way to apply to have a route downgraded is by way of an application under the provisions of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981.  In order to do this evidence has to be available to show that the route is incorrectly recorded and therefore the Definitive Map and Statement requires  amendment.

 

Having looked into the background to this route,  I can confirm that it was originally recorded as a Road Used as a Public Path(RUPP) and as such the Council as Highway Authority had a duty to reclassify it under section 54 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981.  This was because the term RUPP did not really assist in explaining the routes status.  On 30th April 1993 the Council published an order proposing to reclassify this route as a public bridleway.

 

Objections were made to this proposal by the Trail Riders Fellowship on the grounds that the route had been used with vehicles and historically there was evidence that it was an old road.

 

This resulted in the issue being determined by an independent inspector who decided that the route should be reclassified as a Byway Open to all Traffic.

 

I am attaching copies of the original order, the inspectors decision and the modified order.

 

As such it is highly unlikely that an application to downgrade this route would be successful”.

17. CORRESPONDENCE
 
The following message has been received from Quatt Village Hall Committee:
“We are having to look practically at the days for our regular lettings and need to run arrangements by you.

 

As I'm sure you realize, we need to keep the hall viable and having regular bookings helps us to be able to maintain the building, support community activities plus put on events, and previously we built on the meeting room so that it would be possible to have both rooms active. I'm sure any Councillors that were previously members of our committee understand the need for us to be able to raise income to maintain the hall for the community, as they were involved in the planning of the meeting room.
 

So we now need to use the main hall on a Thursday evening and need to know if you are happy to continue in the meeting room for your regular meetings as now or whether you wish to have a day with full use of the hall.( we know on occasions you will need the full hall re parish meetings etc and this can be agreed in advance)  

 

Obviously if you continue in the meeting room, you would still have access to toilets etc but access for the meeting would be via the side entrance and we would drop your current fee to £20”

The Committee have further suggested that if the Council wish to retain sole use of the Hall on meeting nights, they could change to Monday nights.
