“ The house and garden are now closed until the snow drop walks in February. The visitor numbers are good against last

year however they have been negatively affected by the cold spring and very hot summer.
The Christmas Craft Fair was very successful with over 7,000 visitors over the weekend
The Biomass boiler has been installed and is now providing heating to the Hall. We plan to provide a ‘wet system’ to the Galleries in the New Year so that we can provide better environmental control for the Modern Art Collection.
The first year of the Comer Wood opening is progressing well with the addition of the Shepherd’s Hut providing drinks, cakes and snacks on weekends and school holidays including over the winter.
We are aware of a planning application at Astbury Hall proposing a holiday Lodge development.”
