91 OPEN FORUM
The following matters were raised by members of the public:
a) Concern was expressed about the number of motorcycles using lanes in the area and the speed at which they travelled. 99 SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR REPORT
 Cllr Tina Woodward reported that Shropshire Council were carrying out consultations on their bus strategy and on amendments to the Local Plan. There was a possibility of development being permitted in the Greenbelt. Cllr Woodward said that the Mobile Library Service and grass cutting were items for which the parish Council may be asked to pay for in future and she would forward the costs to the Clerk.

The Chairman thanked Cllr Woodward for her report.

100 PARISH MATTERS
a) Bus Shelter
It was noted that the Clerk and the Chairman had agreed with the National Trust, under the authority delegated to the Clerk at the last meeting, that the Council would pay half of the cost of the works to 
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the shelter. Under the revised estimate received, this would be a cost of £387.50 plus VAT of £77.50.
The Clerk confirmed that he had received verbal confirmation of the insurance details from the contractor, which were satisfactory, although the Trust would need to see the policies prior to work commencing.
Resolved
That the report be noted and that the action taken be approved.
b) Proposed Access and Conservation Works at Comer Woods
Marcus Halliwell and Susan Briggs from the National Trust reported on the proposed works at Comer Woods. Dudmaston House and gardens were successfully attracting as many visitors as they could accommodate and the Trust were intending to develop Comer Woods as a further attraction  which visitors could  use.

Improvements to the road access and car parking facilities would be made. In accordance with the national policy of the Trust, pay and display car parking machines would be installed to raise further revenue. The footpaths would  be upgraded and woodland management carried out, together with checks to the farm buildings adjoining the public areas, to ensure that it was a safe environment for visitors to enjoy.

Picnic areas would be provided but there were no proposals for catering facilities. 

In response to concerns raised by the Council, Sue Briggs confirmed that the Trust intended to form a visibility splay at the access with the A442 to form a safer junction.

Cllr Tina Woodward from Shropshire Council advised the Trust to seek pre - application advice from the Planning Department.

Resolved that the report be noted.
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101. REGISTER OF ELECTORS
The Clerk reported that there were now 194 electors on the Register.
102. REPORTS FROM OTHER MEETINGS
a) SALC Area Committee

There had been no meeting of this body since the last meeting of the Parish Council.
b) Local Joint Area Committee
There was nothing to report from the LJC.
c) Cider House/Wootton Meeting
Cllr Jenny Yates confirmed that enough money had already been raised to purchase one defibrillator. Fund raising was continuing to enable the purchase of another for the area. Although the defibrillators would  be installed in Claverley Parish, at least one would be close to the boundary of Quatt Malvern Parish.
