8. REPORT FROM THE LOCAL MEMBER OF SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL
Councillor Tina Woodward has given her apologies for this meeting because she is on holiday.
9. PARISH MATTERS
a) Bus Shelter. The Council will recall that it was decided to examine the bus shelter in Quatt Village and consider the works necessary to refurbish the structure. It was determined that the following works were necessary:
i) Replace missing or broken roof tiles.
ii) Replace and repair the roof guttering as necessary.
iii) To fill in the gaps between the panels and the wooden frame and to repaint the panels.
iv) Renew the cement seal at the base of the walls.
v) Subject to the approval of the National Trust, to paint the wooden frame to match the surrounding buildings.
Two local builders have been asked to submit a quote for these works and the quotes are awaited.
The Council has £883.00   available under their S137 grants fund, available for the benefit of the Community. The Council also has a specific statutory power to maintain bus shelters and could therefore fund this work from the Ordinary Fund.
b) Defibrillator
Members of the Council may have attended the presentation held at Quatt Village Hall on 23rd August concerning the possibility of installing a defibrillator in the Parish, to enable immediate action to revive somebody whose heart has stopped beating.
A quotation has been received for 3 different packages, varying in price depending on the option chosen.
Community Starter Package £ 949.00
Community Access Package £1309.00
Community Secure Package £1368.00
The Council have a specific power to provide or fund defibrillators and this could be funded from the Ordnary Fund.
