A resident had reported that a mobile home was being occupied, apparently without planning permission. Councillor Tina Woodward advised the Council that the resident who was concerned should report the details to the Planning Enforcement Team at Shropshire Council.
iv) Sign 

Councillor Tina Woodward undertook to investigate whether a sign adjoining Wootton lane required planning consent.
115. LOCAL ROADS AND FOOTPATHS
a) The BOAT (Byway Open to All Traffic)
It was noted that the blocks which had been placed in the BOAT to deter trespassers from entering neighbouring land had not yet been replaced after they had become dislodged in the heavy floods earlier in the year. There had been further instances of trespass and damage along the BOAT.
Resolved that Shropshire Cllr Tina Woodward enquire whether the BOAT could be closed or downgraded.
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b) Village Gateways and VAS (Vehicle Activated Signs)
The Clerk reported on further costings which had been obtained for the manufacture and supply of village gateways.
Resolved that Shropshire Council be asked to confirm that the gates in question would comply with Shropshire Council Policy and whether they were in use at any other locations in the County.
c) Pedestrian Refuge at Quatt
There was nothing further to report on this matter.

d) Any Other Highways Matters
Cllr Woodward confirmed that she would follow up the outstanding repairs to the footbridge at Wootton.
116. REPORT OF THE SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR
Councillor Tina Woodward reported that the Highways Department had taken advantage of the Coronavirus Lockdown to repair potholes in the area.
Cllr Woodward thanked the local community for the way in which they had all worked together to care for the vulnerable and cope during the Coronavirus Pandemic. In particular the Quatt Farm Shop  had been of enormous help.

117. NATIONAL TRUST REPORT
There was no representative of the National Trust at the meeting. 
Members of the Council expressed concern that there seemed to have been some trees damaged between Holt Lane and Comer Woods.

Resolved that the Clerk enquire of the Trust whether this damage was as a result of forestry work or unauthorized trespass by 4x4 vehicles.

It was noted that there had been no further progress with reinstating the refurbished noticeboard because of the Coronavirus Pandemic.

 e) Quatt Village Hall Committee
Councillor Caroline Hulland reported that many users had responded favourably to events and activities run at the Hall and the Committee had done much to help the community during the Coronavirus Pandemic. Some groups were looking to start to use the Hall again and the Committee had been able to obtain financial support from Shropshire Council during the crisis.
The Committee had recently held a crowd funding event to raise money to extend the car park at the Village Hall and to provide parking spaces for the disabled.

It was resolved that if the Village Hall Committee approached the Parish Council for financial assistance towards the extension to the Car Park, any grant made should be on the basis that the Car Park should 
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be for use of the whole community and not just for users of the Village Hall.
