Shropshire Council have been asked to incorporate the grass in to their schedule to be maintained as an urban verge.

d) Bridgnorth Community Bus
At their meeting of 30th November, the Council decided to become members of the the Bridgnorth Community Bus Scheme. It was envisaged that this would help local organizations or individuals who wished to use the community bus.
The annual fee for membership is £5 per annum for an individual and £15.00 per annum for a group to join. There is also a charge of £1.10 per mile for the first 100 miles of use in the year, reducing to £0.60 for additional miles.

However, the co-ordinator informed the Clerk that every group had to pay an individual membership fee and that if a local council joined, this would not allow any group in that parish or town to hire the bus under the umbrella of the Council's membership. He also explained that  those Councils who were members of the Scheme used the bus for their own purposes, eg. Bridgnorth Town council used it to visit Britain in Bloom locations. Those councils might be accompanied by members of other organizations but essentially it is for their own use.

If Quatt Malvern Parish Council became members of the Scheme, they would have to hire the bus on behalf of any group in the community who wished to use it, pay the mileage costs and recover those costs from the organization involved. They would also, in effect, be depriving the Scheme of income from membership subscriptions. It is a non profit making project run by volunteers. The financial benefit to the local community would be very marginal. If a full bus undertook one journey in the year, the membership fee would only amount to £1.00 per passenger and the more times the group in question used the bus in the year, the less that would become per journey.

The Council might like to consider the following way forward to assist the community with their transport needs:

i) To publicize the availability of the Scheme in the Parish 

ii) To invite any local organizations who can prove that they  currently make use of the bus or would make use of it in future, to apply to the Council for financial aid through the existing grants scheme, either towards the annual membership fee and/or mileage costs incurred.

The Council's instructions are requested.
