Amended plans for Erection of a replacement dwelling with installation of roof mounted solar panels to front and rear rooflines “Brackendale”, Duken Lane Wootton 
The Council will recall that at the June meeting  they agreed to submit comments opposing the proposed development at “Brackendale” (Application  17/02855/FUL)
due to the proposed dwelling being too large and leading to overdevelopment of the site. That application can be found at

Residents living in the vicinity of the proposed development have written to this Council expressing concern about revised plans for the site, although a new planning application is not yet listed on the Shropshire Council Planning Website. The residents feel that despite the previous objection, the revised plans have actually increased the size of the development and the large garage that is proposed could easily be linked to the main building to form 3 separate apartments.

11. PARISH MATTERS
a) Grass Cutting in Quatt Village
The Council will recall that at the last meeting it was reported that Shropshire Council have indicated that the grass in Quatt Village could be considered as an urban verge and included in their maintenance schedule. The Parish Council requested more information about the frequency and quality of the cutting and the following reply has been received from Kate Adams at Shropshire Council.

“ I cannot give you much further detail at the moment I’m afraid as our new Contractor will be in place from 1st April 2018 and I have yet to see the specification, however, the grass would be mapped on our system and the Contractor would be expected to maintain that grass at a length of 70mm or less throughout the summer months.
 
The frequency of cut will depend, as you say, on the weather.  During periods of hot weather the grass may not need cutting as frequently, and during wet weather the frequency would increase.
 
There are several sections of verge along Daddlebrook Road in Alveley (at the junctions of Peacock Hill and Lime Close) which are maintained to the same specification.  Obviously the Contractor may to use different equipment to undertake the work dependent on each site.
 
If the Parish Council is happy to proceed I will forward you a plan of the site to be included, just so that there is no confusion regarding the areas affected.” 

In the light of this further information, does the Council wish to have the grass cutting carried out by the Shropshire Council contractor next year?

d) Rural Bus Services
The Foundation for Integrated Transport has commissioned a report on the future of rural bus services in Shropshire.  The report will do two things:
(1) identify gaps in rural bus service provision and on the basis of that information design a bus network that links towns and villages with major destinations e.g. retail, education, workplaces  and the NHS and
(2) compare that network with what is normal in comparable rural areas in other European countries.  This information will then be used by the Foundation in its discussion with government about rural proofing bus services and providing adequate levels of funding and protecting bus services from closure.
The Foundation would be very grateful indeed if local councils would send them any information they already have available on bus services in your council’s area and how you would like to see them improved.  This could be new bus routes, new ways of providing bus services, increased frequencies and additional services in the evenings, bank holidays and weekends.
