The officers explained that Quatt did not qualify for more frequent visits from the speed enforcement vans because on previous visits the required threshold of infringements had not been met.

They suggested that the Council contact the Road Safety Partnership to obtain training for volunteers in the community to monitor vehicle speeds and obtain data to support the case for a 30mph speed limit and a pedestrian refuge.

It was resolved that the Clerk obtain more information from the Road Safety Partnership.

Councillor Tina Woodward reported that Shropshire Council were carrying out major consultations on alterations to subsidized bus services and the Bridgnorth Area Place Plan.
She also reported on a meeting between Shropshire Council, the National Trust and representatives of the offroad groups who used the BOAT.

It was hoped to carry out engineering works to the banks of the Quatt Brook to confine off road users within the BOAT so that they could not access adjoining land and cause damage and trespass. It was hoped that other bodies, including the Police, the Severn Rivers Trust and the Environment Agency would become involved also. The responsible off road groups were willing to help by publicizing the need to stay on recognized rights of way and deter those users who did not abide by the rules.
