c) Bridgnorth Town Plan

i) To consider the Consultation Document on the draft revised Town Plan and to forward any comments to the Steering Group.

ii) To consider the following request from Clive Dyson the Chairman of the Steering Group:

“ You are receiving this email because you are participating in the work on
the Bridgnorth Plan, have been involved in previous consultation, or have
requested to be kept informed of progress. Please let me know if you would
like to be removed from the circulation list.



After the release of the Consultation Document, and as agreed at the last
Steering Group meeting, work has started on preparing for the planned
consultation exercise. We have agreed to consult via:



1.      An electronic survey. We have still to decide on which survey
platform to use. In the meantime, we have been using Google Forms to develop
a draft survey. You can try out the draft at
https://docs.google.com/forms/d/e/1FAIpQLSddBOrKc8BXrz2xqYC_IWGuGhAlLR1twsld
cq_89Yz86C5QSQ/formResponse. This is still under development and very much a
work in progress. We need feedback and suggestions, especially from members
of the working groups that contributed to the Consultation Document. I'd
also welcome inputs from all the parishes - does it capture all the issues
that interest you? How can it be improved? What is missing? There will be a
few iterations before we finalise the questionnaire and announce the start
of the consultation. We may decide to use a different survey platform.

2.      Provided that we can raise funds to cover the costs, a leaflet to be
sent to all houses in the 'settlement'. That is, within the town parish and
sufficiently far into adjacent parishes - I'd welcome feedback on the area
to be covered. That would request people to complete the survey online or to
request / pick up a paper copy of the survey. Alternatives, we could
distribute a paper copy of the survey to all households. We should also aim
for copies to go to businesses.

3.      At least two community meetings, probably in the Castle Hall and Low
Town Community Hall.

We already have offers of funding from two groups in the town. Ideally, I
would appreciate it if Parish Councils and other groups can also contribute
to the costs of the consultation - mainly printing and possibly distribution
costs. I estimate that these will be in the region of £500 to £1,000. We
will attempt to be towards or beneath the lower end of this range. Could
Parish Clerks please enquire whether their Council would be willing to cover
a limited share of our costs. Bridgnorth Town Council is currently covering
the first £150 of our costs, but would probably cover more if necessary.”

The Parish Council are asked to consider if they wish to offer any financial assistance towards the cost of the consultation.

9 ROADS AND FOOTPATHS
a) The BOAT
b) Village Gateways
Following a site visit with the Highways Engineer, Councillor Woodward and representatives of Alveley Parish Council, the following information has been confirmed:

a) That the design of gates proposed by the National Trust would have to be impact tested for safety before they could be used. However, the Unitary Council are working on a new policy on village gateways which might give more guidance on acceptable materials in due course.
b) That the Parish Council can proceed to erect gateways purchased from a recognized supplier in advance of the new policy being approved and that either white or brown colouring would be acceptable.

c) That the gates would need to be erected by an approved highway contractor.

Details of approved contractors and manufacturers of gates are awaited from Shropshire Council but as previously reported, the cost of providing the gates is likely to be £2000.00 – £3000.00 or more, although it is hoped that the cost would be minimized if Quatt Malvern Parish Council and Alveley Parish Council procure the purchase of the gates and their erection jointly.

It was agreed that the best siting of the gates would be near to the 40mph sign near to the farm Shop and by the other 40 mph sign near the Holt Lane junction.
The Council has budget provision of £1,000.00 in the current year for this purpose.

c) Proposed Pedestrian Refuge

The Clerk has been carrying out the process of registering this project with the Good Exchange, an organization that tries to match applicants for grants with organizations who may be best suited to provide the grant aid which they seek.

The Good Exchange require more detailed information about the cost of the project. The information has been requested from the Highways department and is awaited
