6. PEDESTRIAN CROSSING REFUGE IN QUATT VILLAGE
At the last meeting, the Council decided to apply for a grant for the proposed refuge from the Police and Crime Commissioner. Any grant application can only proceed if it is approved by the local police superintendent. A draft application has been sent to the superintendent responsible for Quatt and her comments have been requested in time for this meeting. One of the stated criteria which will be considered when applications are considered is whether the applicant can offer match funding.
In the draft estimates to be considered for expenditure in 2019/20 at item 7 below is the sum of £5000.00 for this purpose. The Council may wish to consider if they wish to approve this provisional expenditure before they consider the draft budget.

Where 99 dwellings are proposed in land currently within the greenbelt. Extracts from the Plan pertaining to Bridgnorth and Alveley are attached, together with plans of the sites allocated for potential development.
Quatt Malvern Parish remains designated as open countryside.
