8 ROADS AND FOOTPATHS

a) Pedestrian Safety -  Crossing the A442 at Quatt
The Council will recall that they received a letter from a local resident and supported the concerns expressed about the danger faced by pedestrians who try to cross the A442 at Quatt, to reach one side of the Village from the other.

The Highways Engineer has said that he is willing to meet on site to discuss the situation but that if the Parish Council want to propose an engineering solution, they are best advised to do so via the Shropshire Council Road Safety Policy, which can be found at

Parish and town councils can submit proposals three times a year  and the next round of proposals can be made in September. Engineering solutions include sign posting, speed limit reviews, traffic calming, road  lining and surfacing.
