61. LOCAL ROADS AND FOOTPATHS
a) The BOAT
The Clerk reported that the cost of the proposed works to the BOAT  would amount to £3,215.00. An off roaders association were to contribute £1,000.00 leaving a cost of £2215.00.
Resolved that the Parish Council contribute the sum of £1,000.00 towards the cost of this project, leaving the National Trust with £1,215.00 to pay.
b) Village Gateways
Resolved that the Parish Council await further information when the site visit with the Highways Department could be facilitated.
c) Pedestrian Refuge at Quatt
There was no further information available at the time of this meeting.
d) Any Other Highways Matters
Councillor Tina Woodward confirmed that the poor road surface on the A442 at the Pools would be attended to and that the road may need to be partially closed to enable these repairs to be carried out. She also confirmed that new depth gauges had been ordered for the Wootton 
Ford and that the road down to Hampton Loade was now in satisfactory condition in most places.

62. REPORT OF THE SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR
