e) National Pay Award

The National Pay Award for local council staff for the year 2020/21 has been agreed  and the Council are asked to approve the revised salary rate in respect to the terms of service for the Clerk.

Current salary £11.00 per hour (scale point 11) x 4 hours per week

New salary £11.30 per hour  ( Scale point 11) x 4 hours per week = gross salary £2350.40 per annum.

c) Community Led Plan
The Steering Group were unable to present the results of the Community Led Plan survey because the Annual parish Meeting which was scheduled to take place in April had to be cancelled due to the Coronavirus Pandemic.
It is recommended that a public meeting be arranged later in the year when the Pandemic restrictions have been eased.
d) Shropshire Local Plan Review
The Draft Revised Local Plan has been launched for public consultation from August through to the end of September. The Council will note that the proposed garden village in the green belt at Stanmore has not been included in the Draft Plan but that a similar development has been included for land south of the A458 at Tasley. The Draft Plan will be revisited by the Cabinet following the public consultation and a further consultation will take place before the Plan is finalized.

10 ROADS AND FOOTPATHS

a) Village Gateways
At the last meeting, the Clerk undertook to further investigate the village gateways offered by Vinyl Fencing Ltd. Shropshire Council have indicated that the proposed gates would comply with the latest policy on village gateways and that gateways from this manufacturer have been installed at Neen Sollars.

The Clerk to Neen Sollars Parish Council has indicated that the gates have been very satisfactory.

The Clerk has also established that Shropshire Council could make up the accompanying signs and the Highways Department have provided the names of approved highway contractors who could install the gates.

It is recommended that the Clerk cost up the whole scheme and report back to a future meeting.
b) Proposed Pedestrian Refuge
The Council will recall that the Clerk applied to the Good Exchange, a body that tries to match community projects with charities or other organizations who may be able to provide grant funding.
The Exchange are sorry to inform us that:

“ the Board of Greenham Trust (the shareholder and sole investor in The Good Exchange) has announced the re-alignment of the platform’s funder grant-giving capabilities to cover their own geographical area of giving (West Berkshire and north Hampshire), rather than the entire United Kingdom.

This re-alignment means that going forwards, grants through the platform will mainly be available from funders operating in the West Berkshire and north Hampshire areas. 

Out of Area Grants
	Some grants are available through the platform from a small number of funders (including Sovereign Housing) operating in areas outside West Berkshire and north Hampshire. This currently includes Oxfordshire, other parts of Berkshire and Hampshire, The Isle of Wight, Devon, Dorset, Gloucestershire, Wiltshire, Bedford Borough and Central Bedfordshire.

Please check the platform’s Funder Page for information on current grant availability.

Any charities or community groups with current applications on The Good Exchange and any new fundraising organisations looking raise funds but operating outside these areas, are welcome to continue to use/start using the platform as a cost-effective (and not-for-profit) option for driving donations and fundraising activities for their projects (i.e. as a crowdfunding platform). 

If you plan to continue to use The Good Exchange platform to crowdfund for your project, we recommend that you:

c) The BOAT (Byway Open to All Traffic)
Following the meeting of 30th July, where the Council enquired about the possibility of the BOAT being downgraded, Cllr Tina Woodward has been able to provide the following information from the Rights of Way Officer at Shropshire Council:
“I can confirm that I am of the opinion that any application to downgrade this Byway Open to all Traffic under the provisions of the Wildlife and Countryside Act would be rejected.

 

This route was originally recorded on the Definitive Map as a Road Used as a Public Path (RUPP).  As such the Council had a legal duty to reclassify it under the provisions of section 54 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981. This part of the legislation is no longer in force but back in 1993 an order was made to reclassify this route to a public bridleway.

 

As representations were made to this status the evidence was tested and the Independent Inspector appointed to determine the issue modified the status to that of a Byway Open to all Traffic.  This is why I can say that any application to downgrade the route would be likely to fail.

 

The only other option could possibly be a Traffic Regulation Order (TRO) to prevent vehicular usage but not usage on foot, bicycle or horseback.  I would need to investigate this further to see if it was a viable option as there would still need to be valid grounds to undertake such an order.

 

I am now on leave until 1 September 2020 but will look into this further on my return.”

A reply from the officer on the possibility of a TRO is awaited.

13 PARISH MATTERS
a) Parish Amenities

b) Noticeboards
The National Trust have indicated that they may be able to erect new poles to mount the refurbished noticeboards at Wootton and Hampton Loade but that it might take some time as they still have staff furloughed.
c) Poppy Appeal
It is normal practice for the Council to obtain 2 wreaths for Remembrance Sunday , one for the Church and one for the Parish Council to lay at the Remembrance Day Service at St. Andrew’s Church. The wreaths are free but the Council makes a donation to the Poppy Appeal.

This year, the local branch of the British legion are not issuing wreaths because of the Coronavirus Pandemic. However, they can be purchased from the British Legion online.

However, it is also uncertain as to whether there will be a service at the Church this year, also due to the Pandemic.

It is recommended that the Clerk be authorized to purchase 2 wreaths online in the event that there will be a service or make a donation to the Poppy Appeal if there is no service.
Last year, the Council contributed £150.00 to the Appeal.

 If there is a service at the church, the Council could purchase 2 type G wreathes at £50.00 each and also give a donation of £50.00 or whatever amount the Council deem appropriate.
In the event of no service, a donation in the total amount would be made instead.
