If the arrangement with the National Trust ended, Shropshire Council would continue to maintain the land but to a lower standard, as contained in the new grass cutting contract. However,the Parish Council could pay Shropshire for additional cuts or for a higher standard of maintenance.

119 LOCAL ROADS AND FOOTPATHS
Councillor Tina Woodward reported that a new Road Safety Policy document would be available in May to which the Parish Council could contribute.

It was hoped that plainings could be used to fill the potholes on Holt Lane.
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120 SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR REPORT
 Cllr Tina Woodward reported that it would not be possible to downgrade the status of the BOAT to prevent motorcycles and other vehicles using it. However, the surface could be improved to make it 
easier for walkers and to prevent further deterioration. There was evidence of 4x4 vehicles using the road again.
She also suggested that the Council seek the support of the Police to request a reduced speed limit on the section of Wootton lane near to the Cricket Club.  
Councillor Woodward had asked the Highways Department if it was possible to place a sign on the A442 warning motorists of vehicles queuing  near the entrance to Dudmaston Hall. An extension to the 40mph speed limit was not considered appropriate at this location.
The Chairman thanked Cllr Woodward for her report.

a) Noticeboard
It was noted that an insurance claim for a new noticeboard was to be submitted, following storm damage to the original.
b) Mobile Post Office Service in Quatt
