c) Pedestrian Refuge at Quatt
it was noted that information on costs was still awaited from the Highways Authority.

Mr Marcus Halliwell reported that the works to the BOAT had been completed and that the Trust were looking at options to provide overflow parking for visitors to Dudmaston Hall.
