95   PROPOSED PEDESTRIAN REFUGE IN QUATT VILLAGE
Resolved:
a) That it be noted that the Police Superintendent had been unable to support the application for a grant from the Police and Crime Commissioner.

b) That a provisional estimate of £5,000.00 be included in the budget for 2019/20 towards the cost of providing a refuge should another opportunity for additional funding become available.

c) That the police local safer communities officer be invited to meet with the Council to discuss road safety concerns.
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96 PRECEPT AND BUDGET 2019/20

a) Dispensations
Resolved that all members of the Council  be granted a dispensation under S33 of the Localism Act 2011 to speak and vote on the determination of the 2019-2020 Precept. The dispensation was to be for this meeting only, on the grounds that the number of persons prohibited by a pecuniary interest would be so great a proportion as to impede the transaction of the business.
b) Estimates and Precept for 2019/20
The Clerk’s Report was received and considered and it was resolved as follows:.
i) That the budget estimates for 2019/20 contained in Appendix 1 of the report be approved, including the provisional sum of £5,000.00 towards a pedestrian refuge, as approved in Minute 95b) above. The total estimated expenditure would be £12,034.00
ii) That the Council request a precept in the sum of £5930.00 for the financial year 2019/20,the same amount as the current year, equating to £61.18 per annum for an average Band D property in the Parish.
(A proposal by the Chairman that the Precept be reduced by 10% failed to find a seconder)
ii) That the National Salary Award be approved, leading to the Clerk,s salary to increase from 1st April 2019 from £10.67 per hour to £11.00 per hour.
97. PLANNING MATTERS

a) New Planning Applications
There were no new applications to be considered
b) Determined Applications

There were no determined applications to consider.
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c) Community Led Plan
There was nothing further to report on the Plan.

Resolved that the Clerk seek to arrange a meeting of the Steering Group in the near future.
d) Local Plan Review and Preferred Sites Allocation
Resolved that the Council make the following comments in response to the consultation on the proposals for the Bridgnorth area:

i) That the Council are concerned at the proposal to designate land currently in the Greenbelt for residential and employment purposes.
ii) That the Council are concerned at the loss of the present Stanmore Country Park if the proposed development was carried out. The Council did not feel that the proposals to replace the Park would offer the same level of amenity.
iii) that the scale and density of the proposed new development was too great

iv) That the new development would be too isolated from Bridgnorth Town.

98. LOCAL ROADS AND FOOTPATHS
a) Potholes at Lodge Farm Drive
It was noted that the potholes were opening up again.
b) Village Gateways
Councillor Tina Woodward confirmed that applications for approval of schemes to provide village gateways were on hold for the present. This was due to an increasing number of such requests which had been received by the Bridgnorth Highways Division, who had approached their colleagues at Shropshire Council with a view to formulating and applying a consistent approach to these requests throughout the County.
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Resolved
That the Council ask Bridgnorth Highways to not put their application on hold because it had been with the Highways Department for some months and similar schemes had been completed in other villages during that time.
99. REPORT FROM LOCAL MEMBER OF SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL

Councillor Tina Woodward confirmed that she had reported the waves of raised road surface on the A442 to the Highways Division. She had expressed her view to the engineer that she felt that the surface affected needed a higher level of repair than was presently being applied.
She also confirmed that she had raised the issue of the need for a pedestrian refuge in Quatt with the relevant portfolio holder and senior Highways staff and had asked them if any funding could be made available if the Parish Council were willing to contribute.
100. NATIONAL TRUST REPORT
Marcus Halliwell responded to concerns which had been raised about youths on quad bikes and motor cyclists causing disturbance and being abusive towards other visitors to Comer Woods. He said that the Trust were erecting additional signs and metal posts and fences to keep such vehicles out of the woods. He also said that the Trust were trying to have the BOAT downgraded as it was in bad condition through being used by off road vehicles etc.
Mr Halliwell also updated the Council on the works to thin out the dingle and encourage wild flowers to grow there.

The National Trust were carrying out a review of buildings on the Estate, some of which had no use in modern times. There were proposals to convert some of the surplus buildings at Mose in to holiday accommodation.
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101. PARISH MATTERS
Resolved that the Highways Department be reminded that the grass area near the bus shelter in Quatt had not been reinstated following an incident where an HGV had mounted the grass.
102 REGISTER OF ELECTORS
Following one new creation, there were now 191 electors registered.
103 REPORTS FROM OTHER MEETINGS

There was nothing to report from this body.
b) Local Joint Area Committee
The Chairman confirmed that the function of the local Joint Committees was under review since they were no longer able to make grants.

The defibrillators had been provided.
d) Village Hall Committee
Resolved that Councillor Hulland be asked if she would like to represent the Council on this body.
