a) Reorganization of Shropshire Highways Department
Resolved that the briefing note and revised organization structure of the Department be noted.

b) Village Gateways
Tina Woodward reported that the Highways engineer was ready to come and discuss siting of the gateways and Councillor Woodward had sent him the proposed design for the gateways which had been prepared by the National Trust.
Resolved that Councillor Woodward obtain dates from the Highway Engineer when he would be available to meet with the Parish Council

c) Pedestrian Refuge at Quatt
It was noted that an application for a grant from the National Lottery towards the funding of this scheme had been unsuccessful.
Shropshire Councillor Mrs Tina Woodward confirmed that she was still pursuing a request for Shropshire Council to provide a refuge.

d) Other Highways Matters
It was noted that further reinstatement of the road down to Hampton Loade was necessary, following the installation of a new gas main.

43. REPORT OF THE SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR
Councillor Woodward reported that, in addition to those items mentioned in the minute above, she was pursuing the Highways Department about the works needed to the footbridge at Wootton Lane and the section of road which was submerged there. It was hoped that an officer would visit the location shortly. The water depth gauge also needed attention.
She also confirmed that the highway improvement schemes at the Holt Lane/Claverley junction on the A458 and at the B4176 were included in the recently published schedule of works to be undertaken.

44. NATIONAL TRUST REPORT
Marcus Halliwell reported on works to convert some of the redundant buildings on the estate to additional rented dwellings or holiday lets.

Motorcyclists were still causing a problem from time to time at Comer Woods.

Following the recent meeting among several interested organizations, a solution to the problem of users of the BOAT entering neighbouring land and following the stream bed had been proposed. The Trust were designing large concrete blocks which were too big and heavy to be broken up or moved by users of the byeway and which would be used to prevent access to other areas.

Shropshire Council would place the blocks in position.

The cost of the scheme was £4-5000 and the Parish Council would be asked if they wished to donate towards this cost.

Resolved that the Parish Council consider the question of contributing towards this scheme at the September meeting.

45. PARISH AMENITIES
