c) Community Led Plan
The Steering Group were unable to present the results of the Community Led Plan survey because the Annual parish Meeting which was scheduled to take place in April had to be cancelled due to the Coronavirus Pandemic.
It is recommended that a public meeting be arranged later in the year when the Pandemic restrictions have been eased.
d) Shropshire Local Plan Review
The Draft Revised Local Plan has been launched for public consultation from August through to September. The Council will note that the proposed garden village in the green belt at Stanmore has not been included in the Draft Plan but that a similar development has been included for land south of the A458 at Tasley. The Draft Plan will be revisited by the Cabinet following the public consultation and a further consultation will take place before the Plan is finalized.

Tasley Parish Council have invited the Clerks and 1-2 representatives of the Bridgnorth Town and neighbouring parish councils to attend a virtual meeting to compile a joint response to the public consultation to the effect that the new housing proposed either at Tasley or at Stanmore would be on to great a scale for the town and would have an adverse effect on traffic, amenities, schools, medical facilities and the historic character of Bridgnorth.
