Councillor Tina Woodward will report.
10. PARISH MATTERS
a) Grass Cutting in Quatt Village
Following concern from local  residents  at the last meeting, it was agreed to consider this matter further. Councillor Woodward has enquired with Shropshire Council about the possibility of a local farmer carrying out that part of the the work currently undertaken by the contractor employed by the Unitary Authority.
Shropshire Council have advised that the grass be not cut by the farmer because it is a roadside location and strict health and safety requirements have to be applied together with the need for extensive insurance and indemnity. However, they confirm that the first cut of the grass was  late this year because they were waiting for the daffodils to cease flowering.
The Highways Authority have pointed out that since the 40mph speed limit has been introduced at Quatt, the grass in question could be maintained as an urban verge, where it would be mapped on the Council maintenance schedule and the Shropshire Council contractor would maintain the grass to a good standard with regular cuts throughout the season. They suggest that this might be a better arrangement than having different parties cutting the grass as at present. The Highways Department would also appreciate clarification as to when the Parish Council would like the last cut of the season 
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to be undertaken.

At the last meeting, it was agreed to investigate whether the National Trust or some  body other than the supplier recommended by Shropshire Council could construct gateways for the Village. Councillor Woodward has received confirmation from the Shropshire Highways Department that this would be acceptable as long as the gateways were constructed to a similar specification and description to those produced by the approved supplier in terms of post diameter etc.
The gateways would have to be installed by a contractor approved by Shropshire Council for roadside working and who has the necessary insurance cover etc.
