53 LOCAL ROADS AND FOOTPATHS
Tina Woodward reported that she had reported the problems with signs and road surface in the Parish.
54 SHROPSHIRE COUNCILLOR REPORT
 Cllr Tina Woodward reported that there was a parking strategy consultation taking place between July and October and that a libraries strategy consultation would be commencing shortly.
55 PARISH MATTERS
a) Grass Cutting
Resolved that Cllr Woodward investigate with the Highways Authority the possibility of the Parish Council engaging a local person, on a voluntary basis, to carry out the first and last cuts of the season instead of the contractor employed by Shropshire Council.
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b) Noticeboard
Resolved 
That it be noted that the National Trust had agreed to erect the new noticeboard at no cost, when time permitted.
c) Bus Shelter
It was noted that the National Trust had paid their contribution of the cost of the works to the bus shelter as a grant to the Parish Council.
d) Rough Sleeper
Cllr Tina Woodward confirmed that an officer from Shropshire Council’s Public Protection team had spoken with the individual concerned. An offer of accommodation was declined for personal reasons. Cllr Woodward’s understanding was that Shropshire Council Officers had no powers to compel the person to remove their vehicle or to take other enforcement action in respect of the current situation. Most of the enforcement powers available were dependent on how other  individuals or premises were being affected and in this case there was minimal evidence of that occurring.
 

 

However, the Council officer was conducting a land Registry Search to try and clarify ownership of the land in question.

 

Resolved that the report be noted. 
e) Village Gateways
The information about village gateways and sample prices from an approved supplier, were received and considered.

Resolved

i) That it be noted that The Parish Council would have to meet the cost of obtaining, erecting and maintaining any gateways required in the Parish.
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ii) That Cllr Jenny Yates investigate the prices of other suppliers who could provide gateways which would meet the specifications required by the Highways Authority.

iii) That Cllr Woodward investigate as to whether the National Trust could design and manufacture gateways which would be acceptable to the Highways Authority.

1v) That the Parish Council would need to identify the sites where the gateways were to be erected, subject to the approval of the Highways Authority.
56 REVIEW OF STANDING ORDERS
Resolved that the Standing Orders be approved, subject to paragraph h) on page 5 being deleted. The Clerk advised that the Petty Cash float had not been used for some time and that the money could be paid in to the bank as a receipt.
57. POLICE AND FIRE SERVICES – PROPOSED CHANGES TO GOVERNANCE
Councillor Woodward confirmed that Shropshire Council had requested further information from the Police and Crime Commissioner concerning his proposal to combine the Governance of the Police and Fire Services in Herefordshire, Worcestershire, Telford and Wrekin  and Shropshire.
The Unitary Council were uncertain that the proposals would lead to the financial savings stated and they were anxious to ensure that local councillors from the areas affected would still have a say in how the services were run.

Resolved that no response to the Consultation be made at this time.
58. REGISTER OF ELECTORS
No changes to the Register had been reported.
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59. REPORTS FROM OTHER MEETINGS
a) SALC Area Committee

There had been no meeting of this body since the last meeting of the Parish Council.
b) Local Joint Area Committee
There was nothing to report from the LJC.
c) Cider House/Wootton Meeting
Cllr Jenny Yates reported that training in the use of defibrillators was taking place.
d) Village Hall Committee
The Clerk reported that the Village Hall Committee had considered the query raised by the Parish Council in respect to being charged only for the use of the Committee Room.

The Committee pointed out that the circumstances where another event was taking place in the main hall on the same night as the Council Meeting was an isolated event and unlikely to occur again.

On the night in question, the event in the main hall had actually finished before the Council Meeting commenced and therefore there was no loss of use to the Council.

Resolved that no further action be taken.
